	Accommodation Based Services
	Services which are provided at a specific location such as a sheltered housing scheme, hostel, group home or Women’s Refuge



	Advisory Group
	A wide group of stakeholders (including statutory partners, providers, individuals receiving housing related support and carers) who meet a couple of times each year to help advise the Commissioning Body on the Supporting people programme.



	Commissioning Body (CB)
	The CB provides the strategic oversight of and direction for the programme.  It is chaired by the County Council’s Executive Member for Adults and Community Care.  District members are nominated by the Surrey Local Government Association.  Probation, Surrey PCT and also Surrey and Borders Partnership NHS Foundation Trust are represented by senior officers.



	Distribution Formula
	This is a complex formula developed by Government to enable them to calculate the proportion of the available national Supporting People Grant that they think each local authority in England should receive. It looks at a range of factors such as deprivation, local costs, crime statistics, benefit application rates, and so on.



	Extra Care Housing
	A group of self-contained dwellings, in the main for older people, where there is a range of communal amenities and a 24-hour care team on site, offering Individually tailored, flexible care packages, based on assessed needs.  Extra care schemes offer a range of social and recreational activities including those which promote health, physical activity and lifelong learning.

It is different from residential care.  Residents (maybe individuals,  couples or siblings) have their own kitchen facilities and bathrooms and hold their own tenancy or leasehold agreement, with all the additional rights and responsibilities that this brings.  Ultimately, individuals can choose who delivers their care.



	Floating Support
	Outreach housing related support delivered to individuals living in the community who need support to live independently.



	Joint Management Board (JMB)
	A group of officers that are the Supporting People lead officers for each of the statutory partners, together with two provider representatives elected by the Provider Forum.

JMB members consider all papers before the Commissioing Body and support both the Supporting People Team and the Commissioing Body with professional advice.



	Local Area Agreement (LAA)
	This is an agreement between the Surrey Strategic Partnership and central Government to deliver on a range of key targets.  It is a tool by which central Government monitors the performance of local authorities through the Audit Commission.



	South East Regional Implementation Group (SERIG)
	The group of Supporting People Lead officers from the 19 local authorities in the South East region.



	Supported Living 
	This is a term used in social care and is a model of housing with support for those with quite high care and support needs and offers an alternative to residential care.  Individuals have their own tenancy or leasehold agreement. Support may be funded through Supporting People and/or Surrey County Council and care is delivered through a domiciliary care service.



	Surrey Strategic Partnership (SSP)
	This is a partnership involving the County Council, district councils, Surrey Primary Care Trust, the police, Probation and a range of voluntary sector partners.  It is responsible for developing a sustainable Community Strategy for Surrey and for agreeing a Local Area Agreement with central Government.  It receives funding from central Government in the form of Area Based Grant   The expectation is that partners work together, adding further funds to Area Based Grant as appropriate, to deliver locally agreed priorities.
