Updated Steady State Contracting Arrangements – Briefing Notes

In preparation for the issuing of three year contracts as from April 2008, the following documents have been posted on our website for consultation and comment:-

· Steady State Contract Document for Provision of Supporting People Services under the Block Gross Model

· Steady State Contract Documents for Provision of Supporting People Services under the Block Subsidy (Fixed Value) and (Remittance Schedules) Models

· Revised Charging Rules and Administrative Processes.

The changes being proposed for contracts under the Block Gross model are relatively minor with the majority of changes relating to better clause wording and revised clause order. The main change is the re-introduction of a TUPE clause in the event of services being re-commissioned.

Following consultation with Providers of supported housing provision for elderly service users, new arrangements are being proposed for adopting a ‘fixed value’ block subsidy contract. This form of block subsidy contract model will be an option for older peoples’ services only.

Existing block subsidy contracting arrangements have also been revised in particular to matters relating to the administrative arrangements for processing changes under the Remittance Schedule model. This is relevant for older peoples’ services that opt for continuing with present block subsidy contracting arrangements and for all other client group services currently subject to block subsidy arrangements.

It has also been necessary to revise and amend the Charging Rules and Administrative Processes which further clarify the arrangements to be made for payment adjustment including the back dating of new claims for ‘eligible’ service users. Such changes will affect all Providers of ‘long term’ service provision funded under block subsidy arrangements.
